PRESIDENT’S WEEKEND 
Brent Valley Golf Club held is traditional end-of-summer 
2-day President’s Weekend on September 11-12. Held over 
two days, the President’s Prize is one of the two block-
buster majors of the year, the other being the Captain’s. 
In the men’s prize, Larry Weill was the clubhouse leader 
on the first day, with a net 60, closely followed by Ronnie 
Dyer and MJ Murphy.

Particular 
thanks go to Kathy Maloney (below) who pre-
pared the score cards, issued them, checked 
handicaps and logged all the scores on her com-
puter as they came in and even provided a live 
electronic leader board!
